This knowledge was received directly from

Now, let us understand the types of Karma as
propounded by Rishisin Sanatanadharma.

Thereason for thebirth of every human beingisthe
result of the past deedsin the previouslives. For the bad
deeds, one experiences grief and for the good deeds, one
experiences happiness. Shastras have explained that
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PAROPAKARAM ISPUNYAM

AND
PARA PEEDANAM ISPAPAM

The results given in the present life as prarabda
Karma, are the results of a complex equation extracted
from previousbirths. It isnot apoint to point result, nor it
isonly taken from previous birth. Sanchita Karma of all
lives are considered and the karmas which are ready to
sprout are selected and fixed as prarabda Karma. Now we
shall seewhat are these categories of Karma.

Thereare 3types
1. SANCHITAKARMA ----- PASTTIMES
2. PRARABDA KARMA ----- PRESENT LIFE
3. AAGAMIKARMA = ----- FUTUREKARMAS.

1. SANCHITA KARMA: These arethe sumtotal
of al accumulated KARMASfromall the previousbirths.

The SanchitaKarmasincluding from theimmediate
previous birth are considered and the Karmas which are
ready to sprout aretogether set aside as* PrarabdaKarma' .

Asexplained earlier sincerelifewith “ Antakarana
Sudhi” and bhakti towards GOD will help us gradually
destroy the SanchitaKarma seeds.

2. PRARABDA KARMA: ThisistheKarmaset by
thelord for thepresent life. Thisisthe“Karma’ indicated
by the Horoscope. whichisprepared at thetime of the birth.
Theresults of prarabdakarmaunfoldintheflow of Maha
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Dasasand Antar dasas of the Horoscope.

As per the Shastras, the prarabda karmacan not be
changed. The horoscoperevealswhether itisayogajataka,
avayoga jatakaor amixed one. This depends on whether
the soul entered the body predominantly to suffer or
predominantly to enjoy fruitful results.

For the difficult situations of the prarabda Karma,
remedies can be performed. The details are discussed in
the concerned chapter.

The prarabdaKarmain ahoroscope, isrepresented
by the 6th bhava, it's lord and the Karaka Sani who is a
Karmaphaladata.

3. AAGAMI KARMA: All thegood and bad actions
we are going to perform till the end of the present life are
called “Aagami” Karmas. The results are added to the
“SanchitaKarma' before deciding the prarabda K armaof
the next birth.

Theplanetsinfluenceusand instigate usfor negative
actions. But wisdom as a weapon, we can counter such
forces and abstain from doing any negative actions. This
may be difficult and easier said than done. But it is not
impossible. Like this, all Aagami Karmas can be made
positive. Thisisin fact isthe benefit of the knowledge of
Astrology.

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3. THE HISTORY OF ASTROLOGY

As per the Shastras, the subject of Astrology was
taught initialy by Brahmato NaradaMaharshi. Naradataught
the shastra to the Munis like Saunaka. The Munis taught
the Shastrato ParasaraMaharshi and Parasarato Maitreya
etc and so on and so forth.

But asper the historians, theAdi rishi for Astrology
was*LagadhaMaharshi”.

But based on availability of writings and
confirmations, Brighu Maharshi was given the status of one
of thetrueorigina visionariesof Astrology. Bhrigu Samhita
and Bhrigu Nadi belong to him. Presently on his name,
“Bhrigu Saralapadhati” and “Bhrigu Chakrapadhati” are
being practiced.

But“ ParasaraMaharshi” istheonewhoisconsdered
asthe master of the subject of Vedic Astrology. Hismajor
text “Brihat Parasara Hora Sastra’ is considered as a
referencetext book, by all the students of Astrology world
over. It is used as a reference for any doubts or
clarifications.

Parasara has “Ekalavya’ disciples throughout the
world. Many books have been written commenting and
explaining the BPHS of Parasara. Thus Parasarahas been
considered asafather figure of Indian Vedic Astrol ogy.

EventhevariousMaharshishave concluded that only
Parasaraprincipleswould work well in Kaliyuga. They said,
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Soka

It was also concluded by many and indicated by
Parasaraaso that out of al thetypes of Mahadasas defined,
the*Vimsottari Mahadasa” only workswell and issuitable
inthetimesof Kaliyuga. Hence all astrologersfollow the
120 yearsof planetary Dasa period as standard.

Another great Astrol oger of the Parasara stimeswas
“Jaimini Maharshi”.

TheJaimini principlesareessentialy different from
those of Parasharas, though the fundamental s about planets,
Rashisand starsremained same.

Thespeciaity of Jamini isstudy of “ CharaKarakas’
apart from the “ Sthira Karakas® of Vedic Astrology. The
“Karakamsa lagna’ principle of Jaimini is followed
Universaly. But therearevery few Astrologerswho follow
Jaimini system of Astrology exclusively.

Thelndian Vedic Astrology, over along period after
Parasara and Jaimini, was expanded, strengthened and
practised by aparamparaof great rishisand pundits. They
were both well known and aso unknown. They weretrained
in“Guru Sishyaparampara’ and alsofew of them being self
trained geniuses.
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If we study the medieval history of Astrology inIndia, the
one name which predominantly comes forward is that of
“VarahaMihira’. He wasthe author of the famous works
“Brihat Samhita’ and “Brihat Jataka' .

Hebelonged tothe King “Vikramaditya's’ court,in
theancient city of “UJJAINI” inthesixth century A.D.

Thereisavery interesting episodein hislifewhich
isquoted in many of theastrological texts. Hisinitial name
was"Mihiracharyd’. Hewasoneof the senior and important
astrologer inthe King's court.

During those times, the queen mother gavebirthto
ababy boy. TheKing, Courtesans and the common people
celebrated for the birth of aprince.

TheKing ordained for the Horoscopeanaysiswhich
wasawidely prevailing act inthose days, especially soin
the princely families.

All the Astrologers of the court gave a glorious
picture of the future of the prince. They said hewill learn
all the skills and ascend the throne after the present king.

Only “Mihiracharya’ differed. He said that surely
theboy will be adept at all the Kingly skillsand education,
but he can not ascend the throne, since at the age of 18th
year, hehasa“MaranaGandam” in hishoroscope. He shall
not live to ascend the throne.

Hearing this, the King was shocked, got angry but
since he had such arespect and belief in Mihiracharya, he
controlled himself and asked Mihiracharyato further study
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andif itistrue, tell him the cause of death.

Mihiracharyadid therequired calculationsand told
theking that hornsof awild boar would piercethe chest of
the prince and hewould die dueto the seriouswounds.

The King kept this prediction in his memory and
went ahead in raising the prince as usua with education,
skill training etc. When he became a young lad and was
entering his 18th year, the King became al ert because that
istheage of “MaranaGandam” asper the prediction.

TheKing arranged thetop floor of hispalace asthe
residence of the Prince and nobody would see him without
the King's permission. Food wasin continuous supply and
every sort of entertainment was arranged for the prince so
that he need not come out of the residence for any need.

L eave alone the wild boar, even an insect can not
enter his residence at the top floor. Such was the strict
vigilence ensured to prevent any eventuality.

Oneday, the prince, who got bored with thejail like
circumstances, wanted to breath fresh air and went to the
roof top, for which there was no objection for the security
staff.

He went to the roof, breathed fresh air, enjoyed
himself and laid himself down on to the stone couch
existing there. The weather changed suddenly and the air
flow became strong. Therewas awooden staff attached to
the couch and on top of the staff wasfixed astatue of Iron
boar whichwasactually the official symbol of the Kingdom.
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Theair flow became severe and cyclonicin nature,
and with that force, thewooden staff brokeat thetop portion.
Thelron boar got seperated from the staff, fell down onto
the chest of the Prince. With the horns piercing the chest
of the Prince, he died immediately.

TheKing and the courtesanswere aghast with shock
at the unexpected way the incident took place. Therewas
grief al over the Kingdom.

After few days, the King called upon Mihiracharya,
felicitated him profusely and declared that from then on,
he should be called“ VarahaMihiracharya’.

If we consider the modern times, in our country,
the one person who brought respect and Universal
acceptance to the sacred subject of Astrology, through his
books and writings in his magazine, “ The Astrological
Magazine” issurely Dr. Bangal ore Venkat Raman, shortly
knownasB.V. Raman. His“How to judge ahoroscope” was
like atext book. He brought the subject from the status of

CONSULTIN PRIVATE

to, alevel of
CONSULT, Study & Discussopenly.

Dr.B.V.Raman'sfather Prof. B. SuryaNarayanaRao
himself was an eminent Astrologer of histimes. He was
amost the first one among modern Astrologers to have
written seperately “ Stree Jatakam”.
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| remember to have read apaper cutting long back,
about his prediction regarding Germany attacking RUSSIA
in 2nd world war. Prof. Rao heard that Hitler might attack
RUSSIA (in1941). He calculated w.r.to Hitler' sHoroscope
and found that he was proceeding towards his doom. He
then wrote a letter to Hitler, asking him to resist any
thoughts of attacking RUSSIA, which if done, would lead
himto hisdoom, but we know what happened and hedid his
duty asAstrologer, advising the dictator. The daughter of
Dr. B.V. Raman asoisafamousAstrologer and writer. Itis
an illustrous family of 3 generations in the service of
Astrology.

Sri K.S. KrishnaMurthy was a unique shining star
of Indian Astrology. He discovered and spread the so called
K.P. system (Krishnamurthy Padhati) of Astrology
throughout theworld.

Sri K.S.K was a great Upasaka of “Uchishta
Ganapathi”. He had a very deep knowledge of Vedic
Astrology. With the blessings of L ord Ganapathi, he could
discover K.P.System which is being followed by many
Astrologersworldwide.

Hewasdeeply into Vedic Astrology. But hewas not
satisfied and many of hisquestionsremained unanswered.
Acuratetiming of eventswasalso very difficult.

He was already observing the effect of planetary
placement in the stars and the study of the star Lord
positions. Therewhat hedid further wasto dividethelength
of the star into divisions of various planets based on the
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Vimsottari Dasa proportions of the planets. Such star lord
was called sub lord. Further division yielded sub sub lord
and so on. Thus new tools and new methodologies were
created for amoreincisiveanaysis of aHoroscopethough
it has become more complex.

KP system iswidely practised for the ‘Horary’ or
“Prasna’ Astrology, whereits success hasbeen foundto be
of very high order. There are atotal of 249 sub lords and
the questioner is asked to select arandom number within
249. Thisisan additional tool to the prasnachart with the
asking time as ascendant.

The following are the exclusive aspects of K.P.
Astrology.

1. The ‘Ayanamsa’ selected is the KP Ayanamsa
instead of Vedic Lahiri ayanamsa.

2. Thebhavadivisionsare based on placidus system
(similar to Western Astrology)

It is the bhava starting point instead of bhava
madhyamaof VedicAstrology.

3. The basic principle of KP system isthat the star
lord givesthe primary results of the planet and the sublord
decides the direction (good or bad) of the results.

4. Similar to planet star lordsand sub lords, agreat
importanceisgivento bhavastar lordsand sub lords. With
such an expansion of parameters, any expertise in KP
system less than the best is bound to falter.
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5. One important aspect of KP system is the
accuracy of birthtime. Thesublord changes fast withtime.
For examplethe‘Ravi’ sub changeswithin aminute. Due
to thisreason, many in KPwerefound to analyse based on
awrong sub lord due to inaccuracy of birth time. Their
analysismay beright but found not applicableto the person
duetowrong sub lord.

In Vedic Astrology, lagna or ascendant has awide
time choice. Sincewe depend mainly on Rasi & Navamsa,
the micro variations of birth time do not really matter.
Accuracy of timewithin2 minutesisrequired only for the
Vargachartsstudy.

The solution for birth time inaccuracies in KP
system lies in the technique called the Birth Time
Rectification. Thisinvolves going upto sub - sub level of
the lagnapoint, by moving thetimeforward or backward.
But many are not comfortabl e with thistechnique.

Dueto the above mentioned intricaciesand vastness
of tools, many find the KP system tough to understand and
practice. It requiresingtitutional training whichisavailable
presently.

But Astrol ogerswho mastered thistechnique were
found to give predictionswith surprising accuracy for type
of event and timing al so.

Three such names which come to mind (as far as
KP expertiseis concerned) are
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TheFirst : Dr Andrew Duttaof Cal cuttawho tours
theworld and a so conducts classesin Cal cutta. Hismother,
in her dayswasafamousVedic Astrologer.

The Second : Mr. Narnouli of New Delhi about
whom | cameto know through avideo. Heisa so busy going
around and he certifiesfor the accuracy of Prediction.

TheThird: Last but not theleast, hereisoneperson
who did research into the KPsystem. Hewasfrom Andhra
Pradesh and he is no more. His name is Sivala
Subrahmanyam. He went into unexplored depths of Vedic
and Kp systems. He did research on ‘Navamsa’ and
developed“ NavaNavamsa' preparationin asimple method.

Hewrote booksin Telugu and they runinto aseries,
like Sivala scientific series etc. On researched and
practised remediesit self he wrote a series of four books.

Unfortunately he died in his mid 50’s leaving as
orphans, abig group of followersof himsalf and KP system.
Asper my opinion, exploring the subject to such depthsis
not possible by all. One hasto be blessed for that.

There are many self styled KPAstrologers around
us, who without studying the depths of Vedic Astrology,
jumped half way into KPand arealso practising. They are
expected to be thorough with both Vedic and KPAstrol ogy.
But unfortunately they lack depth in both of them. Hence
we see ahigh rate of failed predictionsal around us. The
three people mentioned above were strong Vedic
Astrologers before becoming KP experts. Thisistheonly
path to befollowed by all.
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Coming back to Vedic Astrology the subject isvast
like an ocean, the depths of which can not be fathomed
unlessuntil we go to the depthsand study. Thisgreat subject
also causesanillusoninthemind, after reading few books,
that the expertise has been achieved. But the proof isonly
the success rate of predictions.

People who self assert that they know agreat deal
of the subject arelike people who go to the sea shore | ook
at the seaand declare that they know everything about the
sea.

In fact wisemen say that “Easwara’ is the only
Astrologer in the Universe, who created the planets and
ordained them duties. All human beings are perennial
studentsof Astrology.

Since thisis a subject between MAN and GOD, a
sadhanaor an upasanaof adeity isamust for the hold on
the subject apart from deep study, integrity and sincere
practice.

Most of usdepend on RAS| and Navamsa Chakras.
But there are Shodasha (16) chakras (charts) for further
indepth analysis of each element of life. For example
Saptamsa can be studied for children apart from studying
the 5th bhava, lord and Jupiter from the Rasi chart. Study
of horachart for money etc. The study requires expertise.
Apart form these, the concept of AshtakaVarga, shadbalas
and the transit principles make this a truely complex
equation to study.
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It isapt to remember what Dr. J.B.S. Haldane, the
British Astrophysicist said about the Cosmos.

(Dr Haldane spent thelast part of hislifeinINDIA)
THECOSMOSISNOT ONLY MORE COMPLEX
THANWEIMAGINE,
BUTALSOMORE COMPLEX THAN
WE CAN IMAGINE.

In the above saying, if we replace COSMOS with
the word “ASTROLOGY”, then that is the truth about
Astrology.

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4. THEKNOWLEDGE OFASTROLOGY

If wewanted to understand, who arethe peoplewho
really requirethisknowledge and awareness of Astrology,
then we have to understand the different types of people.
According to me there are 3 basic categories of people
with respect to any belief.

1. Non Believers : These are people basically
requiring physical proof to develop any belief. They are
mostly atheists. w.r.t. Astrology, they argue how an
Inanimate planet can influence human affairs?if itistrue,
as per their argument, even a big hillock in their
neighbourhood due to its mass and distance equation has
to affect his activities.

Hence they don’'t believe in Astrology and are not
bothered about anything connected with Astrology. They
believethat people are wasting their time, money & energy
by involving in the illusory & imaginary subject of
Astrology.

2. Believers: These are mostly theistic gentlemen
who understand the origin and importance of Astrology. They
also understand that our prarabdakarmaresults are handed
over to usthrough the planetary forces of Astrology. They
are so much into the belief that most of them even don’'t
bother to check their horoscopes frequently unless there
iIsabadtime.

They do their work with abelief in GOD andinthe
principleof BE GOOD and DO GOOD andtry tolead happy
and contented lives.
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3. Neutral People : These are a combination of
theists and atheists. Fundamentally, these people never
bother to think about subjectslikeAstrology. Most of them
in this category are even illiterates. They work well, eat
well and try to live well; and go, where life takes them.
Hencethey never bother about Astrology at all.

So we have seen that all the 3 categories of people
don’'t want Astrology then the question arises, who arethe
peoplewho really require Astrology? For this, abeautiful
answer isgivenin Bhagavadgita(Chapter 7, doka16). Here,
Lord Krishna explained, who are all the people who seek
for him. Thisisexactly applicableto Astrology also.

One hasto understand that the skill sets, expertise
and themind working areall different for different people.
The prarabdakarmaand praaptam in various aspectsof life
makesfinally all theliveslook so different.

Hence the teaching hereisthat each lifeis unique
and incomparable. Onelife should never be compared with
any other life. To day many problemsin society arise due
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to thisfundamental mistake of comparison.

A discipleasked a‘ Guru’ auniquequestion. Heasked
with inwhat time period, ahoroscope exactly getsrepeated
in time. The Guru answered that for all planets to be in
exact | ocationsand degrees between two horoscope, it takes
500 years. Probably we have digibility to compare our
horoscope only with such ahoroscope which never happens
in ones lifetime.

Evenif wethink about the comparison between two
lives on a non astrological level, it is obsurd since one’'s
life is constructed by the combination of one’s mind and
circumstances. That combination isuniquefor everyone.
The same circumstances with two different minds produce
two different lives. Comparisons on a positive note are
made only to takeit asabench mark and get inspiration.

Now, let us clearly see the structure of the mind
and know how meaninglessit is to bluntly compare two
MINDSwhich are essentially two complex systems.

A person is basically assessed by his language,
communication, dressing and body language and behaviour.
But in asubtleway, what heisinternally isdecided by his
so called Antahkarana (inner self). This is the most
Important el ement to understand ahuman being. It consists
of four elements.

1. MANAS : The one which oscillates always like a
pendulumand does” SANKALP’ and“VIKALP’ anddesres
to possess and experience everything it sees.
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‘MOON’ isthesignificator planet for MANAS.

In ahoroscope, if the MOON is strengthened, any
Avayoga can be efficiently faced. No ‘yoga’ in any
horoscope blossomsif ‘Moon’ isdamaged. Mental peacis
provided by Moon and heisthekaraka

Astrologers recommend Moon to be studied asan
alternate ascendant, parallel with actual ascendant.

Waning Moon is considered a malefic planet and
waxing Moon isconsidered asabenefic planet. The cases
of mental aberrations, hallucinationsand lunacy are caused
by adamaged Moon.

2. BUDHI (Intellect) : This is the intellect, general
intelligence, and is a decision maker for signals sent by
“MANAS’. Therepresentativelordis“MERCURY”.

When Mercury is powerful, he givesintelligence,
logic, abilitiesin calculations, Businessacumen, oratorical
powers etc. One with mercury being strong, can not be
defeated inargumentseasily. Thisisasignificator for Talk
& Business.

3.CHITTHA:

A : A deep conscious mind : Thisisthe MIND at
deeper levelswhichis capable of analysing any situation.
Thisis“VIVEKA”, and the 5th bhavaand 5th lord are the
significatorsand Jupiter isthe Karaka planet.

B. Sub Conscious MIND : This is extremely
subtle, deep beyond the normal conscious mind and isnot
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directly accessible. Effort is required to reach it. All our
thoughts, deep memories, fears and apprehensions are
stored in this mind.

8th bhava and 8th lord are the significators and
SATURN istheKarakaplanet.

4. AHAMKARA (EGO) : This is the most important
element in human relationships. It operates negatively if
weare not aware of it. If aware and have understanding of
the mechanism of EGO, then we can have control and make
itwork positively.

Ascendant and the lord are the significators and
‘SUN’ istheKarakaplanet.

The above 4 elementstogether define one persons
“Antahkarand’.

Apart fromthis® Antahkarand’, the 4th bhava, being
a“ SukhaSthana’ isalso“ Hridayasthand’.

4th bhava & Lord : The study of this bhava and
lord placement reveal sthetrueinner nature of that person.
Whether a person is basically good or bad at the core of
hisheart, isrevealed by thisstudy. Itisof course modified
by the aspects of benefic and malefic planets on both 4th
bhavaand the4th lord.

Now, it is clear for us that a man’s phychological
personality is a combination of all the above. The
parameters are so many that a point to point matching
between two personsisjust impossible.
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Thereisaficticious story of a‘ Sivabhakta’ about
mental suffering dueto comparisonsin humanlife.

That he should only learn to count
the blessingsgiven. Saying so, lord Sivadisappeared.

After few days, the devotee was further saddened
and became sunken and bedridden. Thelord Sivanoticed
hisdevotees plight and took pity on him and appeared once
again in front of him. The lord asked the devotee what
happened and what isthe cause of hisplight? The devotee

1. Sidhanta : This is the theory of Astrology. This is
Astronomy for the specific usein Astrology.

Agtsrology

Sidhantaas propounded by sages.

Presently 5 sidhantasarein use by panditswho are
preparing Panchanges.

2. HORA : Themiddle portion of theword ‘ AHORATRA’
istaken to represent the predictive Astrology. Thishastwo
parts.

a. Jyotisha (Natal Astrologey) : Thisis the individua
horoscope analysis. A chart of planetary positionsis made
at thetime of birth, considering the time date and place of
birth. The Ascendant isfixed and birth star isknown.

The results are observed by an expert Astrologer,
over along period and remedial measures are suggested.
General structureand general readingsare explained. Deep
knowledge and divine blessings are required to tell the
specific eventsand their timing.

b. Prasna (Horary Astrology) :

When oneis concerned about knowing the
result of aparticular element in life, aprasnais asked by
theclient. Thetimeof asking istaken asan ascendant and a
chart of that moment is made to predict the results.

3. Samhitha:
It consists of the following.
a. Medini Jyotisha (MundaneAstrology) :

ItisapredictiveAstrology for theterritorial events
such as earthquakes, storms, wars, politics and economy.
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This is done based on the Astrological dynamics in the
Horoscope of a state, nation or the whole world, with the
help of transits.

b. Vastu Shastra : The shastra about the soils, structures
and directions of the buildings.

c. lconography : Vigraha Shastra

d. Shakuna Shastra : Matters related to trees, animals,
gualities etc.

e. Muhurtha (Electional Astrology) : For finding
auspicious timing of important events and actions like
marriage, war, travelsetc.

Different elements of Astrology :

Thestarsinthe sky are arranged sequentially from
Aswini to Revathi, in the grouping of Rasis. Though the
planets go around the SUN in actual cosmos, sinceweare
observing from Earth, all the planets are considered as
going around Earth. At apoint of time, one planet happens
tobeinoneparticular star andinaRasi.

When we are born, the rising rasi in the eastern
horizon is considered as ascendant. Like planets, the rasi
chakrawith stars also is considered as moving (Actually
earthismoving) rising in the east and settling in the West.
Itisanimaginary rasi chakramoving along with starsand
planets. Therising rasi at eastern horizon at the time of
birthisthe ascendant.
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Thestars:

A total of 27 starsexist with four padas each.

The total padas become 27*4 = 108. Each rasi
contains 9 padas of stars. Based on this padas, navamsa
chakrais prepared. Basic horoscope is the RASI chakra,
which shows ascendant and all the planets in the
corresponding Rasiswith particul ar degrees.

Thestarsbeginwith Aswini inARIESRas and end
with Revathi in PISCESRasi.

In many charts, the resultsfrom Ascendant haveto
be verified by considering M oon as ascendant also. Inthis
case, theyogagiving planetsare strongly placed even from
MOON, and hencetheyogaswill cometo passsurely. We
all know theliferesults of our ex PM which are compatible
with aboveYogas.

Detailed explaination about Astrology and
discussing al those aspectswith the help of example chats
is not in the scope of this book. For such a study,
innumerabl e books do exist in the market which would be
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very helpful in gaining a deeper understanding of the
subject.

But without discussing the fundamental's, the book
will beincomplete and readers who are new to Astrology
who arereading thisbook, should get agood ideaabout the
subject at abasiclevel.’

5 & 12
for MARS ownership & 10 for placement.

- TheVIRGO rashi lord MERCURY placement

- Thedtar lord (SUN, MOON, or MARS) placement.
- Any yuti or aspects of other planets.

To assess MARS results all the above has to be
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studied, balanced and finally to be concluded, including
Navamsaand dasas.

DISCUSS ON ONANALY S SOFHOROSCOPE.

Astrology issuch avast ocean of knowledgethat if
wemake aconclusion after analysis, often wefind it going
wrong. We would not have studied few more hidden
elements essential for correct prediction, or wrongly
assessed strength, aspects etc. This is quiet a prevalent
experience among many astrologers. Thus a saying was
developedin hindi.

SHASTRA SACHHAI, LEKIN
SHASTREEJHOOTH HO SAKTAHAI

The subject being apart of ‘VEDA', is sacred and
perfect. But the imperfectness and deficiencies exist only
in Astrologers. True masters with deep insights and high
level of predicting abilitiesarevery rare.

Now, let usseewhy itisso.
1. The subject isglorious and complex.

Astrology as a subject is vast and complex. As
explained earlier, we haveto study the planets, placements.
Yogas, karakatwas, star lords, aspects, navamsa,
Akshtakavargaand finally transistsand co ordinate all the
findingsfrom above and finalisetheresults. And for timing
of theresults, themahadasaand antardasa & vidashashave
to be studied.
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Thebirthtimehasto becorrect. If ascendant changes
dueto wrong birth time, al the results go wrong. To clear
the doubt, past major events haveto be correlated to dasas
and the correct time can bearrived at by using thetechnique
of Birth Time Rectification.

In many cases, great yogas in a horoscope were
found not actively realising inlife, becausefrom Moon, if
verified (Moon as Ascendant) it should not project as an
Avayoga chart. If Moon is severely damaged by malefics
and dusthanalords, then all theyogas of the chart losetheir
strength.

This can be practically understood, Moon is
emotional intelligence & control which is essential to
achieve any tough or great job and succeed. If Moon is
damaged, he can not manage himsdlf, leave alonemanaging
affairsof other people. Heisnot aware of hisown negative
emotions. He can not succeed in great activities.

Similarly if ascendent and the karaka SUN are
afflicted, hisbody can not co operate with him for tougher
and higher actionsinlife.

Hencein ahoroscope, initially the Ascendent, lord,
Moon and SUN haveto be studied carefully before going
towardsfurther anaysis.

2. TheAnalysisisan ‘ART’

Co ordinating al the parameters assessing thebasic
direction of the horoscope, yogas, Avayogasand yogabhaga
situationsand getting afinal result for predictionistruely
abigart.
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We can call it atight rope walk since any element
missed or misread would greatly alter thefinal out come.

That’swhy many say that an astrologer with more
than 50% success rate is supposed to be good astrol oger.

Theplanetsin“Mrityu Bhaga (Death degree) would
giveonly 20% of their expected results. Each planet hasa
death degreein al Rashis. If thisisignored (many do not
check thiselement) and the planet we are studying happens
to bein death degree, which we are not aware, then outcome
would be surely wroug.

SUN inneechaRashi (Libra) if repeatedin Navamsa,
will not be considered asVargothamabenefic, but becomes
a potent weapon to destroy the yogas of the horoscope.
Similarly SUN inthe samelibra, inthe 10th degree (parama
neechabhaga) is potent enough to bring down the level of
the horoscope. Thisissarvayogabhangacondition.

All such intricacies have to be rememberd and
applied before concluding the study of any horoscope.

3. The Prediction requires blessing.

The subject of Astrology isbased on INTUITION
rather than INTELLECT. A prediction hastwo parts. The
firstisthegeneral structure and direction of thefuturelife,
covering finances, profession, marriage, children etc. The
second part isabout a specific event from the above main
fieldsof lifeand also an accurate timing of the event. The
timing depends on the thorough knowl;edge of the subject
aswell asof thetransits, in co ordination with antardasa &
vidasas.
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Many of the Astrologers falter in giving accurate
predictions because of two reasons. One is not being
thorough in the subject. The second reason is not being
pious and pure and thus not able to attract the divine
blessings towards successful predictious.

Astrology is a divine subject between Man and
GOD. Not all can become experts. The ability to predict
correctly would increase with time only if he is doing
upaasana, dhyanaetc with puremindtoinvoketheblessings
from above.

Thesubject itself isso complex that it goesbeyond
the stage of smpleand straight rules. Following arefew of
the details explaining the uniqueness of the subject of
Astrology in contract to any other subject.

Unique Qualities & nature of Astrology.

1. Many of thedements, equationsand yogasfollow
the logical rules of Astrology : But all such rules are
thousandsin number. If thelogicisproperly assimilated,
then one need not remember so many rules. Onecan arrive
at thenlogicaly.

2. Some combinations do not follow the logical
rules, But those combinations are true and work well
certified by rishis and experts. We can’'t arrive at such a
combination through the Astro-logic. The only method is
to remember al of them though they run into hundreds of
combinations.
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3. Therearefew combinationa yogasand Avayogas
which are against the normal logic of Astrology. We have
to carefully remember them and notice while studying a
horoscope.

4. There are few combinational yogas involving
multiple planets. Thisaso doesnot follow any logical rules
of Astrology. All have to be remembered to the extent
possible.

5. If oneadds, all therules, principlescombinations,
yogas, Avayogas, they together run into more than 7000
numbers. A continouos practice and improvement would
enhancethe efficiency in remembering and noticing.

6. Even if you apply all the principles few of the
charts can not befinalised and conclusions could bewrong.
A multipleyogachart owner might beleading amiserable
life and aweak chart owner might be seen as enjoying a
good & happy life. The secret in such cases (provided the
timing of birthiscorrect) liesinthevargacharts. The Rasi
does not neveal the actual life situations, in such cases.
But such situations also do not occur frequently.

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6. ANALYSISOFAHOROSCOPE

Detailed analysis of a horoscope is not in the
purview and purpose of thisbook. A brief introductionis
being given to makethe book completein all aspects. Vast
literature is already available for detailed analysis of a
horoscope. I nterested persons can pursue further with the
help of such booksin the market.

What we haveto understand isthat the horoscopeis
not granted by God to us. It is selected by us, Yes, In the
spirit form (AsAatma) after the end of the present life. We
check out the suitability of conditions for our next birth.
Thiswould be based on a complex equation of prarabda
karma results of the just finished birth, coupled with the
ripened seed karmafrom the storehouse of sanchitakarma.

A family, placeand circumstanceswoul d be selected
to clear above selected karma. The horoscope generated at
the time of the birth would reflect all details.

OUR SOUL SELECTED OUR PRESENT
HOROSCOPE

That’swhy in our lives, we should remember that
for al the pain, cheating and suffering, the responsibility
isfundamentally ours and others becomeresponsible only
at secondary level. Hencethe pleasures & happinesswhich
aredestined for us, becomeour right to enjoy for ourselves.

It is not out of place to remember here that many
great spiritual mastershave explained that asoul entersinto
the human body in around the 3rd month of pregnancy. And
sincethenit hasthe awareness of past karmasand purpose
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of thishirth. The soul makesaself promisethat it shall do
only good and no bad in the present life, after being born.
But when birth takes place as per the divine rule, the
VISHNUMAYA engulfsthe baby and themortal lifebegins
in ignorance and the life's journey unfolds as per the
horoscope.

Now, TheAnalysis of Horoscope,
First let us see what are the benefic and malefic
planets.
1. Natural benefic planetsare
Jupiter
Venus
Mercury (without malefic association)
Moon (Suklapaksha)
2. Natural malefic planetsare
Saturn
Mars
Mercury with malefics
Moon (Krishnapaksha)
Rahu & Ketu

By nature, the malefic planets are more in number
compared to the benefics. In most of thelives, thegrief is
more than happiness. Thisisthereality of life.

3. The functional malefics are any planets having
lordship of bhavas 3,6,8,11,12 and also natural benefics
owning bhavas 1,4,7 and 10.

4. Thefunctional benefic planets are those owning
bhavas 1,5,9 and also the natural malefic planets owning
1,4,7,10 bhavas.
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The most important locations in a horoscope are
called Kendras (Angles) which are 1,4,7,10 bhavas. These
are caled Vishnu sthanas. If natural benefic planets are
placed inthese bhavas, it isextremely good.

After the above, the next most important |ocations
are called Kona sthanas (trines). These are aso called
“Lakshmi sthanas’. They are 1,5 and 9 any planet inthese
bhavasisgood and thelordship of abovebhavasasoisgood
for any planet. Any combination of Kendraand Konaplanets
casuses Yoga'.

Thenext are*UpachayaBhavas’ whichare 3,6,10,11
bhavas. Natural malefics placed in these bhavas give
beneficia results. Thesearethe bhavaswhich gradualy give
improved resultswith time.

Thenext arecalled“dusthanaas’ or bad houses. They
are6,8,12 bhavas.

8thisMrityu, Randhrabhava

12thisVWyaya, bandhanabhava

Any benefic planetsplaced in these bhavaslosetheir
strength and can’t give results. Malefics cause troubles.
Thelord planets of the above bhavas, where ever they are
placed, are potent enough to destroy that bhavas. Hence
while studying a horoscope, specia attention is given to
these bhavasand lords.
THEMETHOD OF EXAMININGAHOROSCOPE

Thefollowing elementshaveto be studied basically
to get agrip of the horoscope and its status, before going
ahaead to study comprehensively.
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1. Ascendent

2. Moon

3. General placement of Planets.
4. 9th, 10th, 7th bhavas & lords.
5. 4th and 5th & end of life

1. TheAscendant .

Theascendant isthe Rashi sign rising onthe eastern
horizon when oneisborn. The ascendant rashi and bhava
karakatwas are applicableto the person throughout thelife.
If thelagnapointisinfirst two degreesor last two degrees,
then the birth time correction has to be tried to clear any
doubts so that the rashi isnot changed.

Next step isto check whether any planet is placed
inascendant or if any planet isaspecting the ascendant from
any other rashi. If so that would modify the qualities and
results of the ascendant.

Next important thing isto seewherethelord of the
ascendant is placed. That placement decides and defines
thedirection of our life. The ascendant lord givesits power
tothestar inwhichitisplaced. Sothat star lord playsakey
roleinthat perosnslife, where heis placed and what heis
bound to do inwhat dirction, haveto be studied. And also
the planets conjoining or aspecting the ascendant lord and
itsstar lord haveto be carefully studied for either positive
or negative effects.

The physical personality can be assessed from the
ascendant combi nations but the mental attitude and nature
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can beknown only by the assessment of 4th bhava, 4thlord,
Moon & Mercury.

2. TheMOON

After theascendant, the Moon isthe most important
element to be studied in ahoroscope. It representsafocal
point in the chart next only to ascedant. when birthtimeis
not at all availablethen such chartsare studied with Moon
as ascendant. maharshi’s have called it “ Chandra Lagna
Jatakam”.

Strength of the Moon is one of the most important
elements not only of a horoscope but also for human
psychology. Because Moon is a karaka for MANAS
(emotions and stability). When moon is ill placed and
affected by malefics, then the emotions in the mind are
under attack. Then the mind efficiency and stability are
drastically reduced. Thisisthereason when moonisspoiled
in a horoscope the yogas formed also become powerless
and can't giveresults.

When Moon is strong and ayoga forms well both
with ascendant and moon, the power of yogagetsamplified
and such yoga/ planet givesextraordinary results.

The combinations for mental afflictions,
psychiratric problems, lunacy surely are due to Moon,.
Mercury, 5th lord planet getting affected by maleficsand
dusthanas.

Hence, a strongly placed Moon is an asset to the
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horoscope aswell asto the human psychology. The star in
which ‘Moon is placed, is called the “ Janma Nakshatra”
(Birth star). The Maha dasas are cal culated based on this
position of Moon only.

3. General Placement of Planets.

The placement of planetsisimportant individually
aswell asin combination, since they give rise to yogas.
Theimportant general placementsare given below.

1. Thenatura benefics should occupy Kendra, Kona
positions.

2. The natural mal efics should occupy the upachaya
bhavas.

3. The dusthanas should befree of planets.

4. The planets preferably should bein exalted,
Moolatrikona, own rashi or atleast afriendsrashi.

5. NeechaRas planetsare not good.

6. Navamsa position of planetsto be strong.
7. No planet to bein“ Gandantha star pada’ .
8. Checking for combustion of planets.

9. Check for various Yogas, Avayogas.

10. Finally assess the direction of the horoscope
and status.

4.9th, 10th & 7th Bhavas.

Now, we shall discuss as per my opinion, the most
important bhavas in a horoscope. All bhavas are surely
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important equally since all of them signify different
elements. But these are the bhavas which raise the status
of a horoscope.

9th bhava: For any human activity to be successful,
asubtledivineblessingisamust. It worksin suchaway so
asto adjust the circumstancesto lead the activity towards
success. This we in human language call as LUCK
(ADRISHTA). Thisisrepresented by Sth bhavaanditslord.
The Sth bhava, planetsin 9th bhava, aspectsto Sth bhava,
9thlord'sstar lord and its placement are all to be assessed
to finally conclude about the quantum of luck and which
area in life becomes lucky. If the ascendant lord is
associated with 9th lord and placed in kendraor konaitself
iscalled‘ Lakshmi Yoga enabling the flowering of Luck
throughout life.

Now we shall see what is luck formation
astrologically. There are basically three situations arising
dueto different placements of 9th lord, as given below.

1. Havingluck : The 9th bhavahasabenefic planet
initand the 9th lordisether in kendrasor in 2nd or 11th
bhavas, or isin exalted or own rasi, and being aspected by
benefic planets.

In such acondition we can say that he hasluck. In
general, whatever activity hetakesup, will be supported by
fateand we can call him afortunate person.

2. Not having luck : No beneficin 9th bhava. The
9th lord not connected with any planet and himself not
placed well. Here the luck has become weak. We say he
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does not have luck and hisefforts would not be supported
by luck. So to achieve normal results, he has to put
enormous efforts.

3. Having Bad luck : This is the worst of the
conditions. The condition of planets would be, a great
maleficin 9th bhava (Saturn, Mars, Rahu, Ketu) and the Sth
lord is in 8th, 12th or 6th bhava conjoined by malefice
planets. Thisisthe combinationfor Bad luck. Any activity
taken up would face obstaclesor it shall be negated. Nothing
substatial can be built in life. We call him a person with
bad luck. But such combinationsyield results on spiritual
plance. To be checked carefully.

10th bhava : Thisisthe place of society. Likethe
SUN Shines at mid day, the life shines due to this bhava,
10th bhava madhyama correspondsto 12 ‘O’ Clock mid
day position. Any Planet gives good result in this bhava.
Thisisthemost important of Kendrabhavasaswell asitis
an upachayabhavaa so. The 10thlord beingin dusthanasis
anavayogacalled“Duryoga’. Hewill strugglefor job and
existance.

For abright career, name and fame, fortification of
thisbhavain the horoscopeisamust.

Now we shall see different conditions, w.r.to 10th
bhava

- If either Jupiter or Venus alone are placed in 10th
bhava, itiscalled “Amala’ yoga. He getsagood namein
society.
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- Marsinownras or exaltationin 10th bhava(giving
rise to Ruchaka Mahapurusha Yoga) is actually a
“Vamshodharaka Yoga’'. He comes up and uplifts all his
people.

- The combination of 9th lord and 10th lord gives
riseto the best class of yogacalled “ DharmaK armodhi pati

yogd'.

- The apex level of aboveyogaformswhen 9th and
10th lords get inter changed (Parivartana yoga). Such a
person beforeleaving thisworld, would haveleft animprint
insociety inaparticular field. AnexampleisDr. B.V. Raman
who, with hislifelong work, brought a respectable status
to“IndianAstrology” in modern times.

- If 2nd bhavaand 11th bhavaare connected to 10th
bhava (or lords), one earns enormous riches in his
profession.

- Morethan onemalefic in 10th bhava, would bring
down the statustowardsthe end.

The 7th bhava : In olden days, 7th bhava was
considered most important for women. Those days,
seperate profession for awoman was unthinkable and she
never had nay exclusiveincome.

Those days if a woman had to become rich was
through marriage only. Only through 7th bhava. But now a
daysit has becomeimportant for both males and females
sinceit isamarriage bhavaand also business partnership
and relationship bhava.
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Generdly, astrologersprefer the 7th bhavato befree
of any planet. 7th bhavais a“Kamasthana’ also. Except
Jupiter, every planet shows up some peculiarities in 7th
bhava. So no planet is agood condition. In amale chart,
connection of mercury, saturn or ketato 7th bhava causes
“NapumsakaYogd'.

In a female chart if 7th bhava and 8th bhava
(Mangalyasthanafor females) are free of planetsand 7th
lord is fortified, then she would have a good marita life
with good husband and children.

4th & 5th bhava: All the above bhavas explained
arevery important. But many may differ. Becausefor many
of us, thereisatendency in mind, that whatever wegot in
life, wetakeit for granted. The whole concentrationison
those aspectswhich arelacking inour lives.

That’ swhy aperson who wantsmoney, would value
dhana (2) bhava one who wants meditation, would value
dhyana(12) bhava.

As per the opinion of some experts, for a peaceful
existence, 4th and 5th bhavas are extremely important. We
shall see how.

4th bhava : This is basically defined as
“Sukhasthana’ in astrology. Thisisaso the bhavafor house
and lands and also education. All these are essentia for
happy living. If Jupiter aloneisplaced in 4th bhavawithout
any blemish, heiscapableof giving al the above mentioned
elements.
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If karakaMoonisin strength and abeneficisin 4th
bhavaor with 4th lord, lifewould be happy and peaceful.

5th bhava: If 9th bhavaispreviousgeneration, 1st
bhavais myself, then the 5th bhavaisthe next generation.
That ismy children.

Thisisalso the bhavafor wisdom (Viveka), games
and mantrasidhi. All these arerequired in apersons | ater
part of life.

A cinemaiscalled agood movieonly if second half
and climax is good. Similarly, whatever struggles we
undergo initially, if the later life and end of lifeis happy
and peaceful, wecancall it good life. Thisdependson 5th
bhava (Santanabhava) and the 4th bhava (Sukhasthana).

When we struggle and bring up our children, they
take off and become better than us, we surely would feel
satisfied and happy. Otherwiseif they don’t come up and
we haveto take up their responsibility, that would disturb
us throughout our remaining life. Hence strengthening of
5th bhava, lord and karaka Jupiter areessentid for apeaceful
later life.

End of life:

- Chaturtha (4th) isthe charamanka meansthe | ast
10 years of life.

- 8th bhava drekkonadecidesthe way we should exit
fromtheworld.

- But if planets exist in 8th bhava, they decide the
exit. If unspoilt VENUS exists in 8th bhava, one dies
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peacefully in sleep.

- The 12th bhavaismokshabhava.

- The‘loka wetravel to, isindicated by planet in
12th bhavaif no planet exists, by the 12th lord.

A man and awoman spend 2/3 of their livesas a
married couple. Along with experiencing themarriagebliss
they also hold the responsibility of domestic life, taking
care of elders and also preparing the children to be
responsible citizens.

Misunderstanding, ego, financial and family
problems crop up but when they reach severelevels, they
break the marriage causing suffering to every one around.

TheKarakaplanet for themarriage/wifeisVENUS.
Thehusband K arakaplanet for womenisMARS, but some
consider Jupiter. The 7th bhavaisthe bhavafor marriage.

The7th bhava, itslord, and karakaVV ENUStogether
play arolein marriage and its success/ failure. The 8th
bhavafor womenisthe* mangayasthana’. Thisaso plays
abigroleinmarital relationships. Thewoman with benefic
planet in 8th bhava dies before her husband (* Sumangali

Yoga).

The astrologers started a practice of matching the
horosocpes of boy and girl before marriage, to esnure a
successful marriage. Thistoday has become abig bussiness
running into crores of rupees.

First of all, we should remember that no maharshi
in history has followed this theory. The authority for
astrology BPHS does not mention about it. It started
relatively recently and due to its theoritical efficacy, was
propogated by the commercial minded astrologers. Due
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to the public anxiety about marriages, and fears of mothers
and fathers, it got entreanched permanently. Therearevery
few familieswho perform marriages without looking into
horoscopes. Today unfortunately it isabig business.

| have personally seen few families, known to each
other, waited to come together through marriage. They
amost decide and finally their family astrologer breaksit
saying that the horoscopes don’t match. Both parties get
disappointed but follow the astrologers advice.

Now, who has verified his knowledge level and
success rate? None. There is no past record to analyse.
Surely many couples whom he matched astrologically
would have faced problems or even seperated by divorce
or death. Thereisno record to verify.

If we consider our life to be the hand writing of
“Bramha’, then the concluding signatureisour death. The
marital lifeistheareawhere he plansto clear the majority
of our prarabda karma through difficult situations and
problems, in the domestic life.

We have seen the sloka before, that “Pasu patnee
sutaalaya” are happening by “ Runanubandharoopena’ by
marriage matching process, we are in away obstructing
“Bramhgjis’ plan and almost taking hisplaceto decide our
lives. Thisiswrong. And what happensif wetry todo like
that, welearnt from the episodes of Naradaand Garutmanta.

Findly acouplewith“ Runaanubandham” only would
jointo form afamily.
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Maharshis have mentioned that if there are two
persons in previous lives with severe enemity. Bramhaji
with aplan to reduce their negative karmainjust onelife
instead of multiple lives, makes them daily fightening
husband and wife in the present life. Enemity increased
further becomes cause for further lives. we read the story
of chennabasappaand veerabhadrappathefrog and snake
story of enemity from the life story of sadguru shiridi sai
baba.

Such is the complex equation of one relationship
which comprehensively only ‘ Bramha canunderstand. How
can we mortal sunderstand the equation spanning multiple
lives? Just impossible.

Inaway our madness about horoscope matchingis
convenient to * Bramha' to take a decision. Sincetill the
correct karmic match comes, all othershaveto be negated.

1. The boy’s negates some and the boys parents
negate some.

2. The girl’s negates some and the girls parents
negate some.

3. Whenall socia parameters match and everybody
acceptsthefamily astrologer negates due to non matching
of horoscopes.

In my opinion, what is successfully decided by
horoscope matching also happento beKarmic couple'. In
any which way, it is a Karmic couple coming together.
Hence marriage matching becomes afutile exercise.
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For marriage, traditionally one has to see the boy,
girl, their family backgrounds, physical qualities, mental
abilities, social reputation, financia status, careersetc and
finally if boy and girl accept each other, they can happily
go ahead. If any problem crops up, then along with wise
thinking, the horoscopes also can be consulted. Any
problems can be solved with MIND power and divine
blessings.

Astrologically speaking, if | am represented by
ascendant, then 7th is my wife bhava. The 7th by nature,
happensto beenemy bhavato ascendant. Henceby marriage,
| am getting an enemy in the form of wife, into my house.
Itisfunny but true.

If 7th bhavaand lord arefortified by benefic planets,
the marriage life would be comfortable. But it is rarely
supported in such a manner. Hence problems do exist at
different levelswhich haveto be solved or atleast adjusted.

Asitiswe can understand that no two random minds
can automatically match. Adjustments and compensations
haveto beimplemented.

Inspite of many differencesin personalities, many
wisepeoplein Indian middle class aereleading successful
marital lives based on the awareness of neccesity of
adjustments and also due to the feeling of responsibility
towards the institution of marriage. This is due to the
wisdom created in them by the samskaraof Hindu dharma
and also other dharmas. Hats of f to all such humblebeings.
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“The excessive unwanted importance of “Kuja
Dosham”.

The“KujaDosham” isnot to befoundin thestandard
astrological texts. It is said that “Kujadosham” exists if
MARSisplacedin 2,4,7,8,12 bhavas of ahoroscope. Some
include 1 bhavaa so. Somego further and say that the above
bhavasto be checked from Moon and Venusalso. If truely
checked, we won't find any body without kuja dosham.
Hence, for our discussion, let us limit Kuja doshan from
ascendant only.

| like to relate a persona experience w.r.to Kuja
dosham and we can know how even big astrologers
sometimesfalter in deciding the presence of Kujadosham.

| took afamily (Horoscope of agirl to be married)
to areputed astrologer in secunderabad. He had alook into
the horoscope and said that there is 100% Kuja dosham
and suggested series of remedies and also analysed other
thingsinthe horoscope. The parentswith mewerenot fully
satisfied (may bethe 100% K ujadoshan was unexpected).

Then, to satisfy them, | took them to another reputed
astrologer in Hyderabad in the same car immediately.

He studied the horoscope and said there is almost
no “Kujadosham”. Few other thingswere said by him and
we came out after paying the fees.

| was taken aback at the difference between the
conclusions by both. Both of them are aged, reputed and
also wrote books. Personsat such level of knowledgefalter
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like thisthen common man loses confidence on the subject.

The Parents of coursejokingly remarked that there
was" Kujadosham” in secundrabad and it disappeared when
we stepped into Hyderabad.

| too did not have a thorough knowledge of the
subject at that time, to understand what would have made
then to conclude likethat. But presently when | analyse, |
can seethat.

Thefirst astrologer who said therewas 100% Kuja
doshasmply looked at MARSwhichwasin 8th bhava. Itis
amangalya dosha. But no malefic isaspecting it. And he
falledto correlate that Venusis placed in 12th bhavaalong
with RAHU and the 4th lord, which is a major ‘Sukra
dosham’. Hence giving 100% to MARS in thishoroscope
iswrong, since VENUSalso isafflicted. So he concluded
hastily without going into depth.

The second pundit depended on various dictuns
givenintextsfor compensation conditions of Kujadosham.

Based on those principles, he concluded that almost
thereisno Kujadosham. But these ruleswere not given by
maharshis and | found them not working well in many
circumstances.

Thuswe can seethat both these punditswere some
what correct and hasty in conclusion. Asan expert rightly
said that study of Astrology createsanillusion that one has
become an expert and feels ‘No more’ Knowledge is
required. But * know more’ is atruth applicable always.
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Everybody isastudent till the end. Thelesson from above
episodeisthat even if you are an expert astrologer, if you
are not alert while seeing a horoscope, you are bound to
falter.

Mars, is a strong planet representing Anger,
agression, emotions, sex energy weapons and blood.

L et usexaminethebhavaswhereif MARSIsplaced,
giveriseto KujaDosham.

1. Family place 2nd bhava

Thetalk becomes strong without diplomacy, interest
in arguements. excess expenditure. Therearefightsinthe
family quiet frequently.

2. Domestic (Gruha) place: 4th bhava

Mars here in dwelling place causes depressions,
dullness, misunderstandings and family fights among the
members. 4th marsis suitable for gain of lands.

3. Marriageplace: 7th bhava

Thisisthemarriage and partnership place. Marshere
damagestherelationship with ego, arguements, agression.
The partner istough to manage. If other mal efics aspect or
associate, then seperation takes place.

4. Mangalyasthana: 8th bhava

Mars here is very bad for women since it is a
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husbands|ocationin awoman’schart. It triesto take away
the mangalya. Mars here if aspected or associated with
malefics, tries to kill the husband, making the woman a
widow. Thepersonwith marsin 8th bhavaa soisvery tough
in mind, not allowing any compromises.

5. Vyayabhava- 12th bhava

with respect to the marital subject, thisisalocation
of bed comforts, misunderstanding, non compatibility,
arguements do happen. Marsin 12th gives excessive talk
and expenditure. If causes also bandhanayoga.

Now if we study the above bhavas and we replace
Marswith Saturn, SUN, Rahu, Ketu, similar problemsat a
different scale can be experienced. Since Marsisakaraka
for agression, MARS is more amalefic than othersw.r.to
marital relationships.

In astrology, there arethree planetswhich arecalled
“Terrorist Planets’. They are SUN, SATURN and RAHU. If
they are placed alonein any bhava, they act liketerrorists.
That is, they don’'t allow good resultsfrom that bhavato be
realised.

While analysing a horoscope, the lone placement
of terrorist planets have to be analysed carefully.

Now the above situation happensin 7th bhava, the
effect would be as serious asthat of MARS placement.

So, ignoring the effectsof al such planetsand giving
excessiveimportanceto only MARSin thename of “Kuja
Dosham” iswrong.
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In fact, the total elements to be studied in a
horoscope for marriage matters are

TheMarsandtheterrorist planetshaveto bereferred
w.r.to all above elements K etu also playsanimportant role
inmarital affairsas shown below.

- He acts like Mars for flare up of situations &
sudden events.

- He causes “disinterest” wherever he is placed
aone.

- He causesfires, suicidesand instills“ Sadism”.

- Heisa“Napumsaka® planet along with mercury
and saturn.

When parameters are so many asexplained above,
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the analysis becomes complex and conclusionisdifficult.
It becomesachallengefor Astrologer to predict in acorrect
manner.

slowly, when the business got entrenched, the
‘LURE’ and* SCARE’ methodshave been adopted to further
increase the business. for example,

-If you do this pooja, homam with us, (or buy astonefrom
us) al your problems shall be solved, you will succeed
and be peaceful.

---Thisis‘ LURE’ method.

- If you do not do this pooja/homam with us, or don’t wear
asuggested stone, your suffering will increase and it will
become unbearable.
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--- Thisis' SCARE’ method.

We being sensitive, and looking for * Hope' during
our problematic phaseshall fall either for LURE or SCARE.

As per shastras, remedial measures can be applied
to NivaaryaK armas (Amenablefor remedies). Theanivarya
karmas are dridha Karmaswhich areresult of papakarmas
donewith awarenessinthe previouslives, and hencewon'’t
changewith remedies. An expert astrologer can know the
difference.

Thebasicprincipleinremediesisthat it won't avoid
or eliminate the bad event. the severity of the event would
be greatly reduced bringing it down to the withstandable
level. We shall seefew examples.

- If abig vehicleaccident hasto take placeresulting
in blood flow & fractures, then it remedies are done, the
accident doestake place but with less severe injuries and
treatment in place of surgery.

- An accidental knife piercing incident requiring
stitches, may be converted to blade cuts.

- A poisonous snake bite may bereplaced by scorpion
bite. But if he is destined to die by snake bite, then that
cannot be avoided.

Many such examplescan begiven The changetruely
happens, when correct remedies are carried out with a
sincere approach.
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THE GEM STONES:

usage of precious Gem stones as a remedy
worksvery well (if not asaGemstone, it actsasa‘ placebo’
effect) . only if the suggestion for the gem stoneis correct
and the stoneisnot afake one.

The deception in Gem stonesistaking place because
on many occassions the receiver and also the seller may
not know that the stone is either adefective one or afake
one or sometimes simply a glass piece.

First of al itisvery tricky and intricate act to select
asuitable Gem stone from a horoscope.

| liketo givealive examplewhich happened in my
life, over aperiod of time. without my intention, thewhole
exercise took shape as agood experiment and teaches all
of usagreat lesson.

Inthe90’s, when | was continuously in the study of
Astrology, and remedies, | discovered that aparticular ABC
jewellers (Name changed) of chennai were doing great
business selling precious stones as remedies.

Their “modus Operandi” goeslikethis. They havea
batch of Astrologers with them. If we send asingle page
horoscope, they charge Rs100 and suggest astone. If we
do not have ahoroscope, and send birth detail s, then they
charge Rs300 and suggest astone, by getting a computer
print of horoscope.

Their actual businessis not in the Rs100 or Rs300
asabove. The stoneswhich we are buying from them cost
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between Rs3000 and Rs10000. They were doing roaring
businessin thosedays.

| myself was reasonably knowledgeable about
Gemstones. | wasnot wearing any. | got curious, and sent a
single page horoscope with my name as C.VASUDEV
requesting them for the suggestion of astonefor me.

They replied and asked metowear a‘ Coral’ which
isthestonefor MARS.

This is a wrong stone for me because of the
following astrol ogical reason.

My ascendant isscorpio. Thelagnalord Marsisin
ARIES, and is aspected by saturn. with this strength ( 6th
and aspect of saturn) he was already causing satru, Roga
problemsheavily. If the strengthisincreased by wearing a
coral, the intensity of the problems could increase. This
would have worked with Marsin scorpio, leo or virgo.

Heblindly selected astonefor Lagnalord without
indepth analysis. | wrote aletter to him, asking asto what
was the basis for his selection? He replied saying sir, we
can’'t discuss al such things with every client. We have a
team of expert astrol ogers please believein usand usethe
stone and you will be prosperous. | just left the matter at
that.

After 6 months, | suddenly remembered again and
sent asingle page horoscope with name asV.Chenna Reddy
instead of C.Vasudev, to escapetheir database search.
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Thistime, the suggestion was* Emerald”, the stone
for Mercury. If previous suggestion was wrong, then this
present suggestionisa® Blunder”.

Mercury for scorpio ascendent is “Maha papi” as
lord of 8th and 11th bhavaand as* Varga Satru’ . He causes
destruction if sitting alone which is the condition in my
horoscope. By wearing emerald, hewould have caused more
severe destruction.

The blind/shortcut decision this time by the
astrologer was either as ras lord (Gemini Ras) or the
Mahadasalord. That'sall.

By now | understood the process and hence did not
write any letter to them.

Again after 6 months, | repeated the exercise, out
of curiosity and changed the nameto C.V.Reddy.

Thistimethe suggestionwas* Gomedha (Hessonite)
for the planet Rahu.

This is another mistake. Rahu is varga satru for
scorpio and is badly placed in dhanasthana. wearing his
stone, hewould have functioned more negatively.

The shortcut method or a blind method of
suggestion donewasthe stonefor birth star lord. My birth
staris‘Arudrd, lordisRahu. That'sall.

Neither the astrologers, nor the owners of the
jewellersknew that wrong stones are being suggested | eft
and right. Probably therewas no negative feed back. If they
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get hold of one success case, they give him money, take
interview and do the propogandathrough TV's.

On 3 occasions, | got 3 different suggestionswhich
were totally wrong. | had the awareness hance | escaped
from the trap but many innocent people who are already
suffering get more trouble and who can savethem?

Theabove episodeindicates how difficult and tricky
it isto decide which stone to wear for which horoscope.
Now another most unfortunate aspect isthat the marketis
filled with fake and defective gem stones. If one wants,
they providealab certificateand that alsoisfake. The buyer
can never findout and in many cases even the seller aso
does not know hewas selling fake stones.

That means, first of all, we should get a correct
reading from horoscope and get a genuine stone from
among the jungle of fake/ defective stones. surprisingly
al thefailure of results experienced dueto the above, we
areignorantly blaming the sacred subject of Astrology.

The correct rule for Gem-stone selection.

Thefunctional benefic planet (preferably 1,5 or 9th
lords) ispositioned for doing good, but lacks strength, then
toincreaseitsstrength, the Gem stone of such aplanet has
to beworn. Thisisafundamenta principlebut thefollowing
also areto be verified.

-Few horoscopeswhich are operating well without
disturbance haveto beleft asitis. Gemstone, though good,
may disturb the equilibrium of that chart. No gem stonein
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such acaseis to be suggested. -wearing a wrong gem
stone hasto be avoided at any cost. the eventsand the mind
to be observed for atleast 6 months to assess negative
effects.

One person who cameto mewaswearing the stone
for the most dangerous planet in his horoscope. After
removal, after 6 months, we found 70% of his problems
disappeared.

Coming back to the discussion on remedies, most
of the ssmple remedies one can do oneself. Nobody else
need bethere between myself and GOD. Itispurely akarma
rel ationship between me, the planet and GOD.

Following are the ssimple remedies. One can do
oneself easily.

1. Every planet hasatwoline* Stotras’ giveninevery
“Panchangam” . Thisstotracan berecited 108 timesevery
day inthemorning.

2. Thereisadeity for every planet. Onthe suitable
day of the week, one can go to the temple and do archana
with bhakti.

“Ammavaru’. All the planets and the whole cosmosisin
her control.

The king and Queen of the planets, the SUN and
MOON areher “Ear Rings’ asper theldithasahasranamam.
(“TatankaYugaee’). If youareakidin her lap, you can play

with planets.

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9.ASTROLOGY & SADGURUS

The*sadgurus’ in their speeches or books always
have been discouraging people to know about astrology.
They projected astrology and its practice, aweakness and
alwaystried to prevent the peoplefrom becoming fatalistic.
But they themsel veswere wise enough to understand about
astrology and its place in the whole structure of life.

For thisdiscouraging attitude of greatmen, thereare
strong reasonswhich they very well knew. We shall seeall
that but first let us see what these great men have actually
said about Astrology.

1. Napolean : Holding the knife on to the paim and
talking to hisArmy general, “look ssmon, they say, if aline
existssomewhere here, | would be winning many wars. Tell
mewhereit should be. | will just now createit myself with
thisknife.”

2. Swami Vivekananda : What are planets? What
can they do to me? | would not allow anybody to control
my actions. | an afreespirit. Whatever | want to acheive, |
shall achieve, with my thinking and actions.

3.Jesuschrist : My dear loving disciples, All your
life functions are revealed in the world of stars up above.
But be aware, to know them is prohibited for you.

4. Bhagavan Ramana: Prarandakarmaistrue. The
planetary functions are as ordained by GOD. But why do
you bother about all these? If you know who you are and
get the advaitha Jnana, you will know everything.
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5. TheHoly Quran : If youareafortuneteller and
a star worshipper, then al that what is received by the
prophet from Allah, isnot finding aplacein your mind.

6. Sadguru jaggi vasudev : If you know theresult
of tomorrow, the game of life you are supposed to play
today will not be played well. Please know that prediction
ismatch fixing.

But all these elevated soulsknow that if higher truths
are given toimmature minds, without preperation thenthe
normal people.

1. Understand the purpose wrongly and get spoiled.
2. They get used to inaction & laziness.
3. They scare people and earn money.

These Sadgurusdiscouragethe practice of astrology
only to prevent peoplefrom the above 3 damages.

Normal mind wouldimmediately concludethat life
isfated and human actionisirrelevant. Understanding the
true essence of Astrology requires high wisdom levels.
Hencewisepeopleshow itasa‘ taboo’ to normal people.

A small story istold by a Sadguru to show
how Astrology affectsnormal mindseasily. Thereweretwo
personsA& B inavillage. TheVillage astrloger with good
reputation, told these two persons that both would die 3
monthsfrom now.

Person A: Got scared, and he wanted to complete
important activities, but could not, because the grief took
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over him. He became sick with the thought of approaching
death. With such asevere mental suffering at the saidtime
hedied.

When death was so certain, what benefit didhegan
by knowing it before except for depression and sickness.
No human being can be peaceful if he knowshisend point
for certain.

Person B: Underwent asimilar time of depression
and sickness. But he didnot die at the stipulated time due
to awrong calculation by the Astrologer. Then in such a
situation, what can go onin hismind. Thewhole exercise
becomes abig joke.

If a studious boy is given a prediction that he is
surely going to passwith high marks, it isanatural human
tendency that the boy getsrelaxed in hisstudies.Similarly,
if aboy istold that heisgoing tofail, hasan effect on his
preperation.

As Sadguru said, thisis exactly equal to the effect
of “Matchfixing.”

The spiritual masters resist from speaking about
astrology, but if weexaminetheir lives, we havefascinating
examplesw.r.to Astrology.

Inthe spiritual classic“Auto biography of aYogi”,
thereis an anecdote where Sri Yukteswara Giri, who was
the Guru of Sri ParamahamsaYoganandacautionsYogananda
about an impending acute pain of theliver for thedisciple.
Hesaid it isgoing to be dueto planetary combinations but
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not dueto any accident or food poisoning. Asforetold, the
pain was experienced and with Gurus blessings came to
pass with minimum discomfort.

KaavyaKantha Ganapathi Muni wasonegreat Yogi
and scholar who gavethe nameof “Bhagavan” to Sri Ramana
Maharshi. He became an expert in Astrology in his
childhood only.

He grew to become ahigh level yogi and “Mantra
Vetta.” He competed inthe vidwath parishd of Navadweepa
inBengal. Hewoninspite of being theyoungest to compete.
They gavethetitle* KaavyaKantha’ to him.

Hismother was pregnent and wasexpecting delivery.
She called the boy Ganapathi on to the Cot, makeshim sit
next to her and she asks aquestion about her delivery.

The boy “Ganapathi” took it as a “prasna’ and
calculates (Thetransits are taken by heart for that day, in
the morning) and concludesthat the question wasasked in
the “Marana Gandatime” and the questioner cannot live
beyond delivery.

Thelady died during delivery and the boy Ganapathi
had to facethewrath and curses of peoplearoundin addition
to the unbearable grief of losing his mother.

Even our ancient texts are full of the examples of
planetary influences. Sri Rama, seeing Jataayu’s plight,
consoles him. Jataayu in turn praises Rama and consoles
him and told him that the muhurthain which Ravanatook
away Sita, hasgot suchabaaor quality that the stolenthings
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finaly hasto comeback to the owner. Itihaasasand puranaas
have such examplesw.r.to Astrology.

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- Humans donot have atotal control on thefinal results of
any activity. Hencethe (4th) element in the above equation
surely isnot in our control.

Thereisasmall story to explain the fate and free
will, how they areinterwoven.
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Thestory of a Cow and green grass

ThereisaCow. It is hungry. The owner took it to
thegrasslandsand fixed it with aropeand aniron staff (big
iron nail) inthemiddle of thegrassland. Hewent away for
some work, expecting that cow would eat the grassto its
satisfaction.

The cow is“fatalistic” in mind like many of usin
our lives.

Sowhat it did wasto moveitshead (it wasinlying
down position) toleft and right atethe grassin that purview
and kept quiet. The grassin its reach is over and its still
hungry. It wanted moregrassbut it did not know how to get
it. It thought that only that much grass was written in its
fate.

Onetraveler observeditsplight and said, if you stand
up then more grass can be eaten. Then the cow put efforts,
got up and has eaten the grass around itself and then stood
still not knowing what to do further. But it's hunger also
still remained. It needed some moregrassbut it really did
not know how to get it. The cow again thought, what elsel
can do other than standing up. Hence what ever | got till
now only iswritten in my fate. May be | am destined to
remain alittle hungry today. We humansalso have similar
thoughtsin such similar circumstances.

Then another traveller who was passing by, observed
the cow and explained toit that he can go far from thefixed
staff sincetheropeisvery long. You can go to the extreme
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till the rope becomestight and then eat all the grassarround
inthecircle.

The cow now got to see the scope and understood.
It stretched till the rope became tight and ate around the
staff (ascentre) inacircle. All the grassin the circle was
hisand heatewell and then relaxed lying down waiting for
the owner to take her home.

Now let us seetheroles played in this story.
1. Thecow: Any personinlifewithinaction & fatalism.

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11. HOW TO BENEFIT fromASTROL OGY.

All the shastras throughout the ages right from
VEDAS to PURANAAS & ITIHASAS were given to
mankind only for the purpose of guidance and upliftment
of the human being. If there are any negative results
experienced by following the shaastras, the fault liesin
that person’s wrong interpretation and defective
implementation.

The one subject which has experienced this sort of
bad name and contempt from a section of peopleissurely
Astrology.

Thereason isthat most of the astrologerswith low
level of knowledge have been giving half cooked predictions
which easily go wrong or become partially correct. They
don’timprove by feedback and with time, more and more
such astrol ogers get added to the existing ones. Very rarely
we can find atrue expert, non commercial, astrologer with
high successrate.

Now, the question is in what way we can get
benefited by the subject of Astrology. If we know, then it
becomes a permanent consultant for us, and we will be
awayshappily livingwithit.

Since a horoscope is a designed prarabda Karma
for us, we should neither blameiit for its deficiencies, not
compareit with any other horoscope. When we know that
we only selected our horoscope in the SOUL stage, we
should own it and do thefollowing to assimilate horoscope
into our lives.
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1. Understanding the Horoscope.

2. Accepting the Horoscope whole heartedly.
1. Under standing the Hor oscope.

First, the general structure hasto be studied and the
following are to be understood.

a. Horoscope shows our personality (Physical,
mantal, spiritua) and theinterestsand inclinations, passions
if any etc., andtellsyou whar you are.

b. The mental qualities formed have to be
understood, like short temper, dullness, communication
etc., and for every negative tendency one hasto put efforts
inthe opposing direction to improve on acontinuousbasics.

c. Thearishad vargas becomeeasier to control when
understood by the planetary combinations of horoscope,
we have to attack those which are at high level and are
influencing our lives. If we don’t analyse then, we would
think that all people have these qualities and it is normal
and wetakethem for granted.

Ramanamaharshi, showed usthe path of “Who am
I” to spiritually realise ourselves. Asafirst step at physical
and mental level, if we want to know ourselves by
“Introspection”, it rarely takes usto the truth. Because we
areanaysing oursalveswith our own Mind and EGO.

Thus, it would be a great starting point for successfully
progressing on the path of Bhagavan Ramana’s“Who am
I”.

2. Accepting the Hor oscope.

We have to own our Horoscope then we feel
responsibletowardsit, likeafather ownsa‘SON’ with all
his positive and negative qualities.

When we own our Horoscope, then we take
responsibility for the negative qualities existing in our
personality reveal ed through Horoscope.

Then we put efforts to improve, leading to actual
personality development. Finally with the help of
horoscope and with time and efforts, we can achieve a
transformation of the personality.

Every Horoscope has to be studied for total
challenging situationsit isoffering in our lives.

If we consider an example, if in ahoroscopethe 4th
bhava, lord and Venus are hemmed with malefics, and are
connected to 8th bhavaor lord, thiscreatesapossibility of
vehiclesaccidents. If oneisaware of the above then without
comparision to anybody he should, as a compensatory
measure, follow the practices given below.

1. Never rash drive and impose a self speed limit.

2. Let others overtake you. You don’t overtake
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others.

3.Avoiddriving if possible.
4. Daily recitation of “MahaMrityunjayamantra’.

In another example, one of my friends had “rough
talk” combination. Rahuin 2nd aspected by Saturn, When
aroused, obseue language flows from him. He wanted to
improve hiscondition and asked me.

He became aware when | explained the structure,
that it isinherent in his personality. He started a practice
of smooth talk which was difficult to maintain under
excitement, on my advise he set up along timeframewith
deep intention and also practiced remedies to Rahu &
saturn.

After the time frame, there was remarkable
improvement peoplewho met him after that time gap could
clearly notice the change. He was very thankful to me.

Thisishow achalenging situation hasto be selected
fromthe horoscope and with time and action, gain victory
over that. An astrologers guidance may be continuosly
required.

Thiskind of internal fighting with bad qualitiesis
theonewhichiscaled‘ JHAAD’ inldam. Wrong meanings
wereinserted probably in later periods by peoplewho are
pseudoidamics. Hence' IHAAD’ and‘* KAFIR' meanings
were disorted and assumed dangerous proportionsand the
result isthere for al of usto seein thisworld.
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The planets have to be considered as “ I nstigators”
but not “task performers’. Final human action based on

Many people ask avery simple question, that they
tried their best sincerely but could not succeed. | shall
explain about a ficticious situation to understand the
problem.

Consider that there is an expert Bharata Natyam
dancer. Shewasinvited by peoplefrom avillagein Rgjasthan.
Thevillage people being poor and innocent, didnot construct
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astage. They put abig sheet of cloth on the sandy land and
requested the dancer to perform. naturally she lost her
rythm and could not dance well.

Similarly if sheis madeto dancein amarshy land,
shewould not perform well.

But if sheismadeto danceon astandard stageina
hall, wewould know how great adancer sheis.

The problem hereisnot with theskill set or expertise
nor theinterest. Failure happened because of lack of stage
or background.

we al are like that dancer in life. We put sincere
effortsin acorrect manner, but encounter failures, because
of the background conditions not supporting us, and also
“pragptam” astrologically not being strong.

“THE FORCES ABOVE ASTROLOGY”

A question arises asto which forcesin nature, can
overcometheforces of Astrology. The wise masters have
declared asfollows.

1. Blessings of GOD
2. Protection of GURU
3. Power of our own MIND.

1. Blessings of GOD : We have learnt about
remedies.

There have been great
examples of high reduction in suffering due to the divine
intervention. But it hasto be done sincerely, continuosly
and with apuremind.

A true GURU looks after a disciple more than a
father looks after his SON. He putsthediscipleintheright
path, cautions and protects him from the bad periods of
lifeand supports him alwayswith hispower & blessing.

Inour spiritua literaturethere are so many instances
where GURU with his power, has protected the disciple
from bad planetary influences. Itisalsotruethat if aperson
isinspiritual sadhana, the bad influence of planetson such
aperson is not supposed to be severe.

Hence the protection of a SADGURU for disciple
is next only to GOD. Sometimes the GURU'’ S suffer the

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Knowing about stars, Rashis, planets and transits
doesnot make oneagood astrol oger. Thisisasubject more
based on intuition than intellect and fact collection. Truely
good astrol oger within depth knowledge have becomerare.
It has become extremely difficult for a common man to
decide who isagood astrologer in public life.

We seein various TV channels the analysis of the
horoscope of great personalities, by the so called
astrologers. It is so misleading on many occasions. For
example, Mr NarendraM odis horoscope was explained by
two different astrologersintwo different videos, onewith
scorpio ascendant and the other with Libraascendant. Both
look very impressive to the viewers. But one has to be
absolutely wrong. Nobody knowswhich one.

There are 3 or 4 different horoscopes or same
horoscopes with different ascendants existing on internet
for many famous personalities. Make a video upload and
encash. That isthe process, Gullible viewerswho want to
know thetruth aretrapped with faketruths.

Analysing afamous persons horoscopeisnot at all
difficult. Person with minimum knowledge in Astrology
alsocandoit easily. It isonly amatching technology. One
matches the very well known events from the life of the
famous personality with the positions of planets in the
horoscope, dashas and autar dashas. That'sall.

A test to true astrol oger is the following one. Take
a high level horoscope like that of Sachin Tendulkar,
Amitabh Bachan or Rgjasekhar Reddy. Change the name
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and the birth details to escape suspition. take it to the
astrologer and simply say that this is your friends
horoscope, asif heisin somedifficulties and you wanted
to know when that friend would settleinlife.

First of all hedoesnot havetheability to know that
itisahighlevel horoscope with yogas. Nor can he decide
the direction of life (Sports, politics etc). He would
primarily study the horoscope asarandom horoscope and
wouldtel you not to worry since good times are seen ahead
(Present timeasoisactually good). Then hewould suggest
remedial measures. He can never tell you the situation
matching thelife of the owner of the horoscope. | feel 70%
of astrologers would surely fail in this test. Things they
say would be very far from truth or even reverse to the
actual situation.

In fact if we go to further higher levels of
astrological expertise, the great yogis, for whom thetime
concept get destroyed because of their Sadhana, do not need
any horoscope because they have become*“trikalagnanis’.

Assaid before, dl thereligionsof theworld started
with theteachingsof aprophet or asaint. Thegreat prophets
were elevated human beings. They formed principles,
conditions and advises from the divine knowledge they
received, for their disciples to follow, which with time
becamebig religions.

Thereligionshave strived to guide aregional group
in specific and humanity in general. It is not their fault if
few of thereligionshave goneinto unwiseand non universal
hands and became prejudiced, symbolic, self centerd,
causing division and destruction.

Since the birth of mgjor religions, conflicts have
been there between them. Thisisbasically dueto religions
expansionism superiority complex and resorting to
conversion processes which werenot in the thought process
of original prophets.

The conflict arises when one says that hisonly is
the truth to the exclusion of others. The first of the
following statements causes conflicts. The second
statement actually isthetruth and instills wisdom.

If we analyse, each maharshi of the Hindu dharma
wasequivalent to aprophet contributing towardsthe dharma
The Trimathacharyas (Adishankara, Sri Ramanuja and
Madhwa) can be considered as great prophets of their era.

The hindu sanatana dharma was continuosly
strengthened by MahaRishis, great yogisand mahabhaktas.
Enormous spiritual literature was created. Hindu dharma
brought GOD from heavento Earth.

If thereisanybody intheworld with yearing for true
wisdom and knowledge, they areattracted towardsthe Hindu
dharma.

The examples are Dr. J.B.S. Haldane (Astro
physicist) wholived in Orissain hisold ageand Dr. David
Frawley (Vedantist and Astrologer) and many more known
and unknown.

The enormous spiritual literature generated in
HINDU dharma is directed towards two fundamental
aspects. Oneisto cultivate the knowledge and awareness
of GODHOOD and how theindividual SOUL (Jeevatma)
finally conjoinsthe Universal SOUL whichwecall GOD.
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The second aspect is the actual process and practice of
attaining GODHOOQD, if oneisthetheory, the other isthe
practice.

First, to attain the knowledge of the divine, the study
process starts at the age of around 10yearswith an activity
caled“upanayand’.

We should understand an important message here.
The social scientists throughout the world, have declared
that the most sensitive period for any human being is his
teenage. Teenageisdefined asthe period between thirteen
to nineteen. Thisis the period of various inputs, habits,
confusion, misunderstandings, teenage affections, lack of
direction etc. On the whole, it is a period of mental
turbulance wrong mental inclinations and ideas may get
fixed at the end of teenage which influencethewholelife.

When the process of “ upanayana’ takes place, the
boy with elders guidance, is on the path of seeking
knowledge. In fact most of it in those days was spiritual
knowledge and once he gets ataste of true Vidya, heloses
interest in meaningless knowledge, bad habits etc. By the
time he crosses the teenage, he becomes knowledgeable
about hisbody, mind and spirit and the possibility of doing
amistake becomes remote.

When he attains the age of youth, he won't be an
example of “Bramhachary, Sata markataha’ and enters
grihasthasrama with great dignity and knowledge and
becomesatrue Brahmin. The Brahminhereisused not asa
word of caste but indicating actual meaning of abrahmin,
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whichisasfollows.

Janmato Jaayate sudraha,
Karmato Jaayate Dwijaha,
Vedapathanenavipraha,
BramhaJnanenaBramhanaha.

Fromtheabove, itisclear that aperson can becalled
aBrahmin only when heisaBramhajnani or theonewhois
on the path of spiritual progress. The knowledge gain and
practice go on parallely for a seeker.

The second element mentioned was the practi ce of
following the path towards GOD.

In other religions, a prayer is the main channel to
GOD. Confessions and meditations are al so practised but
thereisno specific structureto reach GOD, other than the
above.

But all religions of theworld produced great saints
known and unknown, &t regular intervalss, inthehistory. This
meansthat all of them were (though bel onging to dofferent
religions) yearning for the same Godhead, undergoing same
divine experiences and were leading lives based on truth,
non violence, service along with prayers & meditations.

This is a proof of the following sloka told by
wisemen, asisalready mentioned before.

Ekan sat, viprah bahudhaavadanthi.
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Here*Vipraa can betaken asthe mastersand saints
of religious of theworld.

Hindu dharma has a structure of various elements
In sequence, which when practised and followed would take
us to the GODHOOD. There are proofs for this
phenomenon as certified by great Yogis throughout the
spiritual history of INDIA.

Sufism (which is considered as abranch of I1slam)
is one process which comes close to Hindu yogic process
of God realisation. Most of the great saints of Islam were
sufi mastersof very high order. To remember afew, Hezrat
Nizamuddin of New Delhi, Kwaja Moinuddin chisti of
Ajmer and the dattavatar Sai baba of Shiridi and hazrat
Tajuddin baba of nagpur and many more can benoticedin
history.

Many great Indian yogishad sufi mastersas Gurus.
Shirdi sai babas guru was a great sufi yogi Hazi varis ali
shaw. Hazrat Babajan wasagreat SUFI Yogini who had to
run out of Afghanisthan and roamed around Kashmir and
finally settled in Mumbai. She was a Gurumaa for the
famousMEHER BABA whoiswell knowntoall of usas
anavataar. Evenviceversaistrue. Kabir dashad ramananda
asguru and Sidhaiah, amuslim wasaprimediscipleof Sri
VeerabramhendraSwamy.

Religion sinceits based on truth and guided by the
prophets, Unitesat the highest level. We get stuck up with
symbolism and makeit divisiveat thelow levelsdueto our
ignorance.

Human reasoning isfaulty because
it isnot based on the wisdom, but
isbased ontheresidual ignorance.

The"Kundalini power” existsand operates between

Kundalini, asmany areaware, isthe cosmic spiritua
force dormant at the root of the spine. Thisisrepresented
as a snake sleeping with 3 %/, rounds. The external
manifestation of Kundalini isthe sexual energy.

The 72000 nadis existing in human Astral body,
conjoin at 6 placesor chakrasin Yogalanguage.

The root chakra where it is in dormant stage
(sleeping stage) is called “Mooladhara chakra’ whose
presiding deity islord Ganapathi.

On arousal, due to spirtual sadhana, the kundalini
energy risesand movesupward inthe* Sushumna’ nadi with
in the spine.

There
isno concept of time for him.

By thetimekundalini reachesAgnachakra, it would
havetravelled through al previouschakrasand Bramhaand
Vishnu grandhis. Thiswould givetheYogi enormoussidhis
which he should not either utilizein awrong way nor get
atrracted towardsthem.

On further efforts the force of Kundalini rises
further from Agjna chakraand reaches“ Sahasraara’ . But
Yogis say that this final step requires true blessings of
GOD/ GURU.

Onceit reaches Sahasraara chakra (Described asa
1000 petalled LOTUS), it is called “Samadhi” stage.
(Savikalpaand then Nirvika pasamadhi). Thisisthe status
of the Union of Aatmawith paramaatma.

Expertssay that the divine nectar flowsfrom above
into the body and the“ Ananda’ isexperienced. ThisAnanda
can not be compared to any of theworldly pleasures. After
coming out from samadhi, the body and mind yearn to
experience the status repeatedly. This is the ultimate
realisationinlifeand only aselect few are blessed to enjoy
thisstatus.

They further lead their liveson divineinstructions.

And, aswe progressed in prospority and technologically,
and going away from dharmasastras, we asasociety SUNK
deeply into

LUXURY LIVINGAND LACK OF THINKING

If we realise now, in what stage we are, that

awareness can bring us back to the roots, whichisonly
correct for all types of human life.

Now, coming back to the discussion of happiness,
we know that man exists at three levels, physical, mental
and spiritual levels. We haveto discussthe happinessat al
threelevels, astrologically.

1. Physical level:
The happiness at physical level in normal life is
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called ‘SUKHA' and comes from all types of body
comforts. Airconditioning in summer luxuriousjourneys,
good sleep, food etc., are the few examples. In astrology
the yogas are formed as dehakashta yoga and deha sukha
yogaetc. Sinceitislinked to lagnalord, the effect would
bethrought thelife.

Same effects can be experienced when natural
mal efics (other than lagnalord) or lords of dustanas occupy
thelagnabhava.

If thejeevaand tanukaraka SUN and lagnalord are
linked to dustanas, then he lacks the body comforts. His
body isalways put to stress due to the circumstances. He
hasto physically struggle on many occassionsevenif his
financial statusisfound to be good.

Insuch situations, first the awarenessbrings primary
relief and for further improvement, parayanam can be
doneand asaremedy, daily chanting of “ AdityaHrudayam”
and the grahastotraof lagnalord, can be done.

2. Mental Level:
Happiness at mental level ismore complex.

In normal life, happiness at mental level iscalled
“Santosham”. Mind gets elevated and experiences
happiness when we here good news, experience success
etc. Wise people say that “ Santosham” causes happiness
and with time goes out of memory. But the opposite
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“Dukham” causes unhappiness and grief and isetched in
memory and surfaces freequently to tease us. Thisisthe
peculiarity of human nature.

For fundanmental happiness of the mind 4th bhava
and the karaka moon should not be spoiled by malefics,
papakartari and dustanaplanets. M oon should have paksha
bala (away from SUN) and should not be trapped by
‘Grahana of Rahu/K etu. Combination of Moon, Mercury
with natural maleficsis the cause of mental distrabances
and lunacy.

Following bhavas and planets areinvolved towards mental
level happiness.

a. 4th Bhava- Sukhasthana.

b. 5th Bhava- Vivekasthana.

c. 8th & 12thto befree of planets.
d. Moonaskarakaof “MANAS’

e. Mercury askarakaof “Budhi”

f. 4th lord placement & aspects.

If all the above are clear, then it means that the
horoscopeisoffering him aplatform for mental happiness.

But since man’'s nature is peculiar and so self
centered, that the mind takesfor granted, what isgiven by
GOD through the horoscope, and one finds reasons to
remain unhappy.

Hismind would be dragged towardswhat islacking
especially in comparision with people around him.

Tobetruly happy inmind, out of thethreeimportant
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eementsinhumanlife, the EGO, theINTELLECT andthe
WISDOM, we should striveto increase the wisdom reduce
the EGO and ensurethat the intellect operatesin between.

3. Happinessat Spiritual Level:

Happinessat spiritual level iscalled‘ Ananda . The
final stage of anandanubhuti (spiritual eastacy) isthe one
every sadhakaseeks.

First let us see astrologically, what contributes
towardsthe spiritual happiness.

a. 9th Bhava: Spirituality, guru sthana, teerthayatra.

b. 5th Bhava: Wisdom, mantrasthana, purvapunyasthanam.
c. 12th Bhava: MokshaBhavaand aplace of meditation.

d. Jupiter and the 9th lord play arole.
For happinessat spiritual level there aretwo parts.

First Part: Thisisthejoy of the knowledge when
we study the spiritual literature. When we discover the
unknown aspects, the mind gets elevated. Thisis a joy.
Similarly when one hearsagood discourse on spirituality,
the mind retainsthe joy for along time. Similar isthejoy
from Satsang. As we go on gaining the knowledge and
clarity, we experiencethe spiritual joy of knowing.

Second Part: Thisisaspiritual joy resulting out of
the practice of Pranayamaand dhyana.

The experience of true spiritual eccstacy iswhen
the Kundalini reaches Sahastara chakra. The ‘Ananda
experience also has ascientific proof as given below.
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Few british scientistshave decided to check thebrain
function and the body condition of theyogi in samadhi state.

They set up their equipment and started the test.
When the Yogi apparently went into Samadhi state, they
observed that awholeset of new typeof “NEURONS’ were
generated inthemind and weretravelling to thewhole body
parts energising them. Since they were neuro scientists,
they knew all about the types of neurons existing.

A person
who isbodily related to your body has departed and it has
caused so much of grief inyou. A wise man likeyou cannot
wail likeacommon man. Itisunnatural.

Likethetreeson amountain swing during cyclone,

The shastras have recommended different yoga
margas (for Moksha) for people of different nature.
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1. Bhakti Yoga:

For peoplewith emotions, imagination and humility.
2. JnanaYoga:

For peoplewith smart intellect and comprehension.
3.RgaYoga:

For peoplewith lot of patience and calm posture.
4. KarmaYoga:

For peoplewhom the bodily work suits.

So, finally to conclude, one should fill his
Antahkaramawith purity, knowledge and wisdom. Then he
shouldlive* withaspirit of fightining” doing the“ nishkama
karma”. What ever the results are, the process of work is
to be enjoyed asagift of GOD. If we do this, even defeat
shall convertinto victory.
